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The thesis introduces a new research direction — cognitive-synergistic
linguistics, which is aimed at studying the self-organization and self-regulation
parameters of the linguo-ethical fragment of the English-language conceptual system.
The scientific work was performed at the intersection of linguo-cognitive and
linguo-synergetic scientific paradigms, which allowed to characterize the features
of mental representation and English-language objectification of the ethical categories
and to build a model of their self-organization and self-regulation as a hierarchically
organized open dynamic unbalanced and non-linear system.

The scientific novelty of the research results lies in the fact that it highlights,
for the first time, the parameters of the linguo-cognitive autopoiesis of ethical
categories as constituents of a single complex fractal system, the macrostructure of
which is characterized by a multi-level and polyvalent network of internal relations.

The results reflected in the scientific work were obtained owing to the
application of a complex methodology and a developed algorithm, which involved the
study of the linguo-ethical system in relation to four reference systems: etymological,
categorical, conceptual and synergetic.

The etymological dimension of the objectification of the English-language
linguo-ethical system made it possible to establish the parameters of the primary
conceptualization of its constituent elements as separate units of the human mental
lexicon. The developed method of etymological profiling, which is based on the
trajector-landmark correlation, made it possible to model the etymological profiles of
the studied ethical categories and highlight the cognitive path of their categorization
and conceptualization processes. The domains that objectify the elements of a human
central life experience make up the cognitive basis for ethical ideas categorization.
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The two most schematic domains are: HUMAN (with the subdomains APPEARANCE
and BEHAVIOUR) and NON-LIVING-BEING (with subdomains ENVIRONMENT
and OBJECT). Further conceptualization of ethical ideas was carried out by their
cognitive correlation with more complex derived domains, such as PRICE, DEBT,
FAME, etc.

Relative to the categorical frame of reference, the essential elements of the
linguo-ethical system are separate ethical categories. It was established that the category
has a complex internal structural organization, the core of which is formed by an
idealized cognitive model (ICM), which is related to other categorical ICMs.
The objectification of the category in this dimension occurs at the level of two modi:
identification and action ones. The identification modus reveals the ontological
categorical essence and is actualized in two aspects: classification and characterization
ones at the level of each of its ICMs. The classification aspect reflects the commonality
of the category with its more schematic hyperonyms, while the characterization aspect
objectifies its unique set of certain cognitive features that differentiate it from other
mental units.

The ICM model includes categorical nodes constituted by categorical domains,
the central prototypic features of which act as its classifiers, and relational arcs that
constitute its semantic and cognitive content and determine its relationship with other
elements of the conceptosphere, ensuring the continuity of the cognitive continuum.
The study proved that the most frequent categorical domains of the English-language
linguo-ethical system are FACT, FORCE, and EFFECT along with the subdomains
ACTION, STATE, TREATMENT, BELIEF, POSITION, and KNOWLEDGE of the
schematic domain HUMAN. The semantic and cognitive content of ethical categories is
represented by the cognitive differential features of domains, which conceptualize
human traits (among the most frequent are ADMIRABILITY, CONFIDENCE,
RESPECT, CONTROL, FAIRNESS, MORALITY, RIGHTNESS, WORTH, and
WICKEDNESS) and relations in the legal sphere (LAW, EQUALITY, PUNISHMENT,
CONTROL).

The action modus objectifies the activity parameter of ethical mental units’
categorization and is represented by the syntactic propositions “The agent acts” and
“The agent acts on the patient”, where the ethical category acts as an agent or as an
attendant circumstance of the action (active aspect), as well as a patient (passive
aspect). The actualization of ethical categories in the specified syntactic propositions
occurs  relative  to  conceptual image  schemas,  which include
FORCE/COUNTERFORCE, PREVAILING, CHANGE, and GIVING, which are
parts of more schematic basic image schemas, in particular, the “being” schema, the
“doing” schema, the ‘“happening” schema, the “transferring” schema, the
“experiencing” schema, the “moving” schema, and the “having” schema.

In relation to the conceptual dimension, the constituents of the linguo-ethical
system are the ethical concepts, which were studied for the clarification of the
macrostructure of their parcels’ cognitive content. The components of the conceptual
macrostructure are the informational content, the image, and the interpretive field. The
informational content includes the basic essential features of the concept, which
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constitute the characteristic aspect of the identification modus of the respective
category. The conducted analysis confirms that the most frequent traits are “rightness”,
“fairness”, “morality”, “admirability”, “confidence”, “respect”, and “wickedness”.

The image component of the macrostructure is represented by two kinds:
perceptual, which includes features perceived by the senses, and cognitive, which is
the result of a reinterpretation of the target ethical concepts relative to other mental
units. Given the abstract nature of ethical concepts, the perceptual image includes
features whose referents have a certain prototypical image, and therefore can be
perceived by the senses, among which we distinguish: a) people who are carriers of
certain ethical features; b) cases of social interaction that have vivid concrete mental
prototypes; c) things that have a material embodiment and are directly related to the
field of ethics.

The most frequent features of the cognitive image are the physical and mental
features of a person, in particular, “speaking”, “knowing”, “feeling”, “living”,
“moving”, “fighting”, “being born”, and features of material objects: “possession”,
“being lost”, “being given”, “being taken”, “standing”, “sitting”, “lying”,
“delineating”. The interpretive field of the conceptual macrostructure contains traits
that are expressed by units of associative fields of ethical concepts and this part of
cognitive content includes features that can be contradictory and even antonymous in
relation to each other.

The study of the interaction of ethical concepts with other elements of the
conceptual sphere made it possible to highlight the peculiarities of their objectification
by means of conceptual metaphors, which made it possible to establish their
metaphorical range. The conducted analysis proved that the main conceptual
metaphors that objectify the target ethical concepts are ETHICAL CONCEPT
IS A THING and ETHICAL CONCEPT IS A HUMAN.

It was established that the structure of the conceptual projection consists
of a zone of central transfer, which is based on the area of conceptual intersection
of the original and target domains, and zones of conceptual elaboration and extension.
The conducted analysis proves that the elaboration of conceptual projection involves
the transfer of the source domain features, which have a lower degree of associative
closeness, to the target domain. The zone of the metaphorical expansion is constituted
by the transference of the hyponyms’ features of the original source domain.

The synergetic reference system made it possible to synthesize the research
results obtained through the analysis of the linguo-ethical system in relation to other
reference systems and made it possible to model the principles of its self-organization
and self-regulation both at the diachronic language level and in synchrony. It was
proved that the English-language ethical system has a fractal nature and the principles
and patterns of its autopoiesis at the macrolevel reiterate the patterns of the micro-level
organization of its endosystems.

The basis of the process of self-organization of the linguo-ethical system is the
material and energy exchange, which occurs both at the level of its endosystems and
within the entire system macrostructure, as well as at the level of the system’s
interaction with its existential environment. The goal of the linguo-ethical system
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self-organization is to achieve an attractor characterized by the correspondence
of its conceptualization-nominative potential to the cognitive-communicative needs
of speakers. The research results prove that the system’s attractor in diachrony became
the result of categorization and further conceptualization of “thought-captured” ethical
ideas, which was achieved by borrowing informational energy and matter from other
conceptual systems. Self-regulation of the system consisted in the dissipation of
information energy, which had an intermediate role in the process of self-organization.

The process of self-organization of the linguo-ethical system in synchrony
involved the formation of the ICMs of its constituents through material and energy
exchange with other conceptual systems. Self-regulation of the linguo-ethical system
in synchrony involves the internal distribution of its semantic energy between its
separate endosystems, as well as the “temporary” borrowing of informational energy
from other conceptual systems to form metaphorical projections. The analysis proved
that each iteration of system self-organization and self-regulation leads to its
achievement of a certain homeostatic state, which, however, is relative and undergoes
violations that lead to fluctuations due to the material and energy exchange
of the linguo-ethical system with other systems and the environment, which brings
it to the point of bifurcation. Such a process is a trigger for new iterations
of the English-language ethical system autopoiesis.
